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ZONING ORDINANCE (Ord. of 8-4-75)

The compatibility of design and appearance shall be determined in the first
instance by the Township Building Inspector upon review of the plans submitted
for a particular dwelling subject to an appeal by an aggrieved party to the Zoning
Board of Appeals within a period of fifteen days from the receipt of notice of said
Zoning Inspector's decision.

Additions to mobile homes.

Sec. 12.27. All pre-manufactured room or other area additions to a mobile
home shall comply with the standards of construction provided for herein for
mobile homes, and shall be installed upon a permanent foundation as provided
herein for mobile homes. Conventionally constructed additions to mobile homes
shall comply in all respects with the applicable Building Codes.

Sec. 12.28. No person shall occupy any mobile home as a dwelling within the
Township outside of a licensed mobile home park until a certificate of approval
shall be issued by the Building Official or Zoning Administrator, which permit
shall indicate satisfactory compliance with all requirements of the Township
Zoning Ordinance and Building Code.

Billboards.
Sec. 12.30.

(a) A billboard is any structure, including the wall of any building, on which
lettered, figured, or pictorial matter is displayed for advertising a business,
service, or entertainment which is not conducted on the land upon which the
structure is located or advertising products not primarily sold, manufac-
tured, processed, or fabricated on such land.

(b) Billboards may be established in the C-2 General Business and I-1 Indus-
trial District Zoning Classifications provided that they meet the following
conditions:

(1) Not more than three billboards may be located per linear mile on a
street or highway regardless of the fact that such billboards may be
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
